Case
studies drawn from a variety of disciplines and real-life situations will be employed to illustrate
the ways in which the humanities, creative arts and social sciences respond to life by making
significant contributions to addressing complex situations - personal and professional. In
addition, you will develop essential skills and strategies needed to succeed as a Bachelor of
Arts student. These skills will be applicable to each of the subject disciplines that constitute
the Bachelor of Arts. The unit will prepare you for the completion of your studies in the final
Arts Capstone unit.
