It will introduce
students to a number of the current open research questions across the range of the broad
discipline. It is the first of a pair of such units, with the second appearing in the second year of
the MRes program. This unit addresses research across the breadth of the discipline, while
the second unit will focus on more particular issues related to the student's project area.

Activities may include such things as seminar attendance, directed reading of research
papers, the discussion and critiquing of research topics and introduction to new practical
techniques with preparatory reading, hands-on experience and a final report. Presentation of a
seminar and a written report based on the topics examined are required for completion of this
unit.
