You will need to work with a German dictionary in this course. A smaller printed dictionary (e.g.
Collins, Pons, Langenscheidt etc) will be sufficient for this unit, but for continued study of
German you might want to buy a more comprehensive one.

We will also discuss the quality of various online dictionaires (such as Linguee, Pons) in class.

We suggest that you start working with a monolingual dictionary as soon as possible. In a
monolingual dictionary, an explanation of the German word is given in German. There is one
such dictionary written with the intermediate and upper intermediate level learner of German in
mind, which we recommend:
