Unit description

This introductory German unit is intended for students with little or no previous knowledge of
German. It seeks to develop students' skills in reading, writing, comprehension and speaking.
The book used in this unit follows a communicative approach, with additional material offered
online. The unit includes material on general cultural aspects of life in Germany. It
corresponds to the first level (A1) on the six-level scale of competence laid down in the
Common European Framework of Reference for Languages (CEFR).
