This unit provides introductory Japanese language instruction for students with no previous
knowledge of Japanese. Students develop basic speaking, listening, reading & writing skills,
including mastery of the hiragana & katakana scripts. By the end of the course, students
should be able to describe their surroundings, ask questions, make plans, and effectively
participate in a variety of fundamental conversations. Furthermore, the course will also assist
students in developing an awareness of sociocultural issues which influence Japanese
language use. The class provides opportunities for interactive language learning, and a wide
variety of methods for Japanese practice through the use of online resources. All enrolment
