Unit description

This introductory German unit is intended for students with a basic knowledge of German,
designed to help them reach the equivalent of matriculation / HSC level in the language. The
book used in this unit follows a communicative approach, with additional material offered
online. The unit includes material on general cultural aspects of life in Germany. It
corresponds to the second level (A2) on the six-level scale of competence laid down in the
Common European Framework of Reference for Languages (CEFR). Students with some
prior knowledge of German who wish to resume their study of the language in the second half-
year should consult the coordinator of the unit.
