This unit aims to enable students with an existing elementary command of Spanish to become
independent users of the Spanish language. It seeks to develop students' skills in reading,
writing, comprehension and speaking in Spanish and further develops students' knowledge of
contemporary Spanish and Latin American culture. This unit follows a communicative
approach and is designed to further develop skills in reading, writing, comprehension and
speaking, and requires continuous revision and engaged study from students. The unit aims
to develop students' language skills to B1+ level in the Common European Framework of
Reference (CEFR).
