Unit description
This is an intermediate Russian unit, which is designed for students with the knowledge of
Russian that is equivalent to one year of studying the language at university level. The unit
seeks to further develop students' skills in reading, writing, comprehension and speaking in
Russian, as well as to expand students' knowledge of contemporary Russian culture.
Students are encouraged to use their language skills to communicate in a variety of situations
and contexts.

Late Assessment Penalty

Unless a Special Consideration request has been submitted and approved, a 5% penalty (of the
total possible mark) will be applied each day a written assessment is not submitted, up until the
7th day (including weekends). After the 7th day, a mark of ‘0’ (zero) will be awarded even if the
assessment is submitted. Submission time for all written assessments is set at 11.55pm. A
1-hour grace period is provided to students who experience a technical issue. This late penalty
will apply to written reports and recordings only. Late submission of time sensitive tasks (such as
tests/exams, performance assessments/presentations, scheduled practical assessments/labs will
be addressed by the unit convenor in a Special consideration application.

Written test

Students have to demonstrate their knowledge and engagement with the material explained
during the session. The first part of the test will be conducted online. The second part of the test
will be conducted via Zoom (for external students) and in class (for internal students).

Oral tasks

Students have to prepare a short talk on a topic of their choice. Students will be assessed on
their presentation as well as their ability to answer follow-up questions and translate several
sentences from English into Russian. The test will be conducted via Zoom.
